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	PROTOCOL FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF INFLUENZA VACCINATION



1. Influenza vaccine may only be administered to those residents for whom written consent has been obtained using Form F-51.  Where an individual is unable to give consent, it must be sought from the next of kin, if they have LPA for Health Care Decisions or through a best interest decision  
2. The nurse or G.P. administering the vaccine must establish the resident’s fitness and suitability for vaccination on the day it is due, in accordance with the Department of Health guidance.

3. The vaccine must be stored in the home’s drug refrigerator prior to the vaccination session.  During the session, the vaccine must be stored in the refrigerator until needed.

4. The vaccine must be administered either by the Registered Nurse on duty or by a G.P. If it is administered by a Registered Nurse:

a) She/he must be competent in all aspects of immunisation, including contraindications to specific vaccines and the recognition and treatment of anaphylaxis.

b) If there is not an individual prescription for each resident, there must be a group protocol (as influenza vaccination is a “prescription only” medication).

5. The person administering the vaccine is responsible for the provision of “in date” Adrenaline 1 in 1000 and for monitoring residents post vaccination for signs of anaphylaxis and for its treatment as necessary.
